2) Take the test by September 30, 2021! Go to  
www.fctconline.org for updated test dates and            
information for upcoming written and CPAT 
exams.  

3) Get on the eligibility list! To be eligible for the 
recruitment, candidates must be on the FCTC 
SEL on September 30, 2021.  Applications will 
be accepted by invitation only from the SEL 
based upon applicant qualifications.  Make 
sure to take the test this month to be on the list 
by September 30, 2021!
